Fingerlocking Good Direct ’19’
Venster Buttress, Table Mountain

A nice direct variation of this really good route on Venster Buttress. 
Pitch 1.
10m 19: A tricky start to a rail leads to a short, steep layaway crack. Climb this to a ledge. 
Pitch 2.
40m  17: Cross the chossy gully and pull up onto the ramp on the left. Climb up this for 10m to gain the huge square vertical wall on the right at a horizontal break. Cross the wall diagonally, using rails and face holds and balance up to a ledge.
Pitch 3.
25m  15: Move up the wall to the roof, then climb the crack to the left to a pillar and continue to the top.
Direct Variation:
For the end of Pitch 2 do not cross the wall diagonally and balance up to a ledge. Rather climb up to the big roof and climb directly through it and then up the wall to stance a few metres higher. Regain Pitch 3.
