Passage India ’23’
Venster Buttress, Table Mountain

A fun route on excellent rock and with an exciting finish on Venster Buttress. 
The route starts off a big block at the left end of the Bombay Duck ledge.
Pitch 1.
20m 23: From the block climb the white wall to cross India Rubber and step out right above the overhang. Head directly up to a little roof, overcome it, and stance where the rock becomes brown.
Pitch 2.
20m  22: Head up the middle of the brown wall, aiming for the big overhangs. Get up to the first big roof and head out right. Pull up through two overlaps to arrive at the biggest roof. Rail out left over the void to the pointy end of the roof. Get up onto the wall above, head up a couple of metres then angle up rightwards to the Bombay Duck bolted abseil station.
